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Entity-netted notionals were introduced in a paper published in the beginning of 2018; ENNs, in that 
original paper, aimed to provide a measure for the amount of risk transfer in rate swaps that is 
comparable to measures used for other interest rate markets, such as U.S. Treasury securities and 
corporate bond markets.2 More recently, the work developing entity-netted notional values for the 
interest rate market was expanded to another interest rate derivatives market – interest rate futures. 
The first interest rate futures quarterly ENNs report was published in September 2019, summarizing 
positions as of 2Q 2019.3
