	The following Company Rules prohibit trade practice violations:

· Fraudulent acts (Rule 511);

· Fictitious or noncompetitive trading (Rule 512);
· Manipulative or disruptive trading (Rules 514-516);

· Front running (Rule 516);

· Withholding Customer Orders (Rule 526);

· Trading ahead (Rule 527);

· Trading against customer Orders (Rule 528);

· Improper disclosure of Orders (Rule 530);

· Improper cross trading (Rules 529);

· Wash trading (Rule 531);

· Accommodation trading (Rule 533);

· Pre-arranged trading (Rule 533); and

· Money passes (Rule 533).

The Rules contain provisions relating to the following:

· Preventing fraudulent or misleading communications (Rule 513);

· Requiring all bids and offers to be entered in good faith (Rule 518);

· Prohibition on misstatements (Rule 521);

· Correcting errors and omissions (Rule 541)

· Audit trail requirements (Rule 506); and
· Responsibility for Customer Orders (Rule 525).

The Rules also prohibit any conduct which is inconsistent with just and equitable principles of trade (Rule 510), any act detrimental to the Company (Rule 522), any violation of the Rules (Rule 510) and any violation of the rules of the relevant Derivatives Clearing Organization (Rule 517).
