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ORDER OF DISMISSAL 

Complainant has confirmed that he has received both payments due under the settlement 
reached between the two parties during discussions mediated by the Judgment Officer. 
Respondents' attorneys have failed to file any docvmentation of that settlement or copies of a 
release and/or stipulation of dismissal. Accordingly, Rule 12.21 does not apply. Nevertheless, 
with the financial dispute between the parties resolved, there is no remaining dispute requiring 
resolution in this forum. 1 

Accordingly, this proceeding is DISMISSED.
