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ORDER OF DISMISSAL

During negotiations conducted in conferences convened by the Judgment Officer on the
date of the oral hearing, the complainants have agreed to drop their complaint against the two
Parkers, and have entered into settlements with the other respondents.”

In view of complainants’ determination to withdraw their complaint against the Parkers, the
complaint as against the Parkers is DISMISSED for lack of any actual dispute.

In accordance with the remaining parties’ stipulation, and as provided in Rule 12.21, the
proceeding is DISMISSED.
