of money, securities and property which must be in segregated account in order 
to comply with the requirements of section 4d of the Commodity Exchange Act (7 
U.S.C. 6d) and the regulations thereunder, and (b) such other books and records 
relating to dealing in commodity futures in such form and manner and for such 
period as may be required by the Secretary of Agriculture; and (3) causing, 
aiding, counseling, commanding or inducing any person to engage in any act or 
practice from which the respondents are directed to cease and desist by this 
order. A copy of this Decision and Order shall be served on each of the parties 
and on each contract market.
