On September 25, 1926, the Secretary of Agriculture issued a complaint
charging that the respondent attempted to manipulate the price of rye.

On October 8, 1926, the Supreme Court of the District of Columbia issued a
temporary order prohibiting hearing on the complaint.

On May 3, 1927, the case in the Supreme Court of the District of Columbia was
dismissed with the consent of the Government on a showing that Armour Grain
Company was in the process of going out of business.
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
