Order Dismissing Petition for Reconsideration and Reargument

On September 25, 1956, a decision was made in this proceeding under the
Commodity Exchange Act (7 U.S.C. Chapter 1) finding that the respondents
violated the act and an order was entered prescribing sanctions (15 Agric. Dec.
1015 (15 A.D. 1015)). On October 4, 1956, the respondents were granted an
extension of time for the filing of a petition for reconsideration and the order
of September 25, 1956, was stayed pending action upon the petition for
reconsideration to be filed. On October 31, 1956, the respondents filed a 62-
page petition for reconsideration and reargument. The complainant filed a reply
to the petition and the respondents filed an answer to the complainant's reply.

The proceeding has been lengthy and exhaustive, particularly with respect to
argument. The petition is not persuasive that additional argument should be had
or that any material change should be made in the decision or order entered.
Accordingly, the stay order of October 4, 1956, is vacated and the order of
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
